Start the day with a sugar 
rush from Hana’s Donuts in 
Kansas City.

Nearby, check out 
Flagship Books, KCK’s first 
independent bookstore, in the 
city’s historic Strawberry Hill 
district.

 Perk up with the house 
special—that would be the 
coff ee—at Root Coff eehouse 
and Creperie in Pittsburg. 
The cozy vibes and crepe menu 
(featuring The Gorilla, stuff ed 
with Nutella, marshmallow 
cream and bananas) might 
tempt you to curl up in the 
downtown shop all morning, 
but resist the urge—it’s time 
to make your move to Cars on 
the Route along Route 66 in 
Galena. Four women lovingly 

restored the old Kan-O-Tex gas 
station that today serves as a 
tourist stop where visitors meet 
favorite characters from the 
movie Cars, including the real-
life inspiration for Tow Mater. 
Keep cruising along Kansas’ 13-
mile stretch of the Mother Road 
to Nelson’s Old Riverton 
Store, a mainstay that’s been a 
bustling stop for road-trippers 
since the 1920s. Shop for 
Route 66 souvenirs and grab 
a sandwich at the deli before 

heading west to the Rainbow 
Bridge in Baxter Springs. The 
structure arches over a marsh, 
and it’s still drivable. Originally 
built to connect area mining 
communities, it now makes 
for a serene detour from the 
main road. From there, take 
a quick turn off  Route 66 and 
pop into Monarch Pharmacy 
and Soda Fountain. Don’t 
be surprised if you see locals 
picking up their prescriptions—
this is still a working pharmacy. 

But the main attraction for 
visitors is the soda fountain 
serving scoops of handmade 
ice cream. After slurping down 
your sweet treat, round out a 
nostalgia-fi lled day with a self-
guided tour of Big Brutus—
the largest electric shovel in 
the world at 16 stories tall. 
This massive piece of mining 
equipment in West Mineral is 
both an awe-inspiring sight and 
a memorial to southeastern 
Kansas’ coal mining history.

The Army brought Jim Sands to Fort Riley in 1996, 

but now the former Junction City commissioner is on 

a new mission: expanding visitors’ horizons with the 

Black History Trail of Geary County. The growing trail 

marks sites such as Veterans of Foreign Wars Post 8773, 

started by Black people who, after serving in World War 

II, were rejected by the existing VFW posts. Sands’ daily 

routine often begins with Stacy’s Restaurant, where 

the waitress puts in his order of pancakes based on how 

many fingers he raises when he walks in the door. “It’s a 

little place that’s been renovated inside, and boy, do they 

deliver a breakfast,” he says. It’s also no top secret that 

for dinner, Sands loves seeking out The Cove B ar and 

Grill on Milford Lake. “The ambience of that location, 

looking out on the lake with the moon and the stars 

shining off the water, it’s just gorgeous to sit there,” he 

says. Sands reports their chicken fingers are so delicious, 

he once almost had to reorder takeout for his wife 

because he ate too many on the drive home. For between 

meals, Sands recommends Buffalo Sold ier Park and its 

memorial that salutes Black cavalry regiments.

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Depending on the season, the best time  
to see the animals at Garden City’s  
Lee Richardson Zoo may be early  
morning when they tend to be most active.

(He won’t reach full height until 2027.) 
Beyond Miguu’s realm, explore 50-plus 
landscaped areas with hundreds of native 
and exotic animals, including desert 
tortoises, Chilean flamingos and jaguars. 
Stop for lunch at Garden City’s Pho Hoa 
One, a Vietnamese restaurant that dishes 
up beef pho (soup) and crunchy egg rolls. 
 Follow US-83 north to Scott City’s new 
Western Kansas Fossil Lab at El Quartelejo 
Museum, where kids can dig for their own 
fossils. Next door, you’ll find nationally 
recognized wildlife and Western paintings 

and sculptures at the Jerry Thomas 
Gallery and Collection, which also displays 
Native American artifacts. If you have an 
ATV or dune buggy in tow, cruise southwest 
to Syracuse for a wild adventure across 
dunes, bowls and speedy flats at Syracuse 
Sand Dunes Park. For dinner, follow the 
herd of locals to Black Bison Pub, known 
for its thick, hand-cut ribeyes and KC 
strips—or try the Bacon Mac Attack burger 
(ask for bison) and an ale to wash it down.  
 Kick up your heels at Trail City Bed 
and Breakfast in Coolidge. In the 1880s, 
cowboys and dance-hall girls filled the 
saloon-and-gambling establishment that 
now offers three renovated guest rooms, 
two log cabins and a hunting lodge that was 
once a church. After breakfast, ride across 
the sand hills or pedal a 6-mile loop on 
complimentary mountain bikes.

Learn how Bleeding Kansas got its 

brutally honest nickname at Civil War-

era landmarks. Drive or walk through 

Marais des Cygnes Massacre State 

Historic Site near Pleasanton, following 

how  proslavery fighters killed five 

unarmed  free-state advocates in 1858. 

John Brown Museum State Historic

Site recounts ac tions of the abolitionist 

who commanded clashes with border 

ruffians. The park safeguards the Battle 

of Osawatomie grounds and a cabin 

(now a museum) where Brown lived and 

conducted antislavery and Underground 

Railroad activities. Territorial Capitol in 

1855, the First Territorial Capitol State 

Historic Site at Fort Riley, tells a short-

lived story. The governor intended this 

to be a permanent seat, but days after 

convening, the proslavery legislature 

voted to move east to be closer to the 

border’s slavery sympathizers. 

ENDURING STRUGGLES 

FOR FREEDOM
When 13 Topeka parents filed suit 

against their segregated school system, 

they triggered a 1954 Supreme Court 

decision that declared segregation 

in public schools unconstitutional. 

At Topeka’s formerly all-Black 

Monroe Elementary School, now the 

Brown v. Board of Education National 

Historical Park, poignant displays relive 

what many Black students faced. View 

exhibits in former classrooms and a 

mural across the street that celebrates 

the case, marking its 70th anniversary in 

2024. Mostly unsung heroes of history, 

 Buffalo Soldiers  receive recognition at 

Leavenworth’s Richard Allen Cultural 

Center and Museum. On display in 

the former house of a Buffalo Soldier: 

artifacts from the Black cavalry regiment 

 along with exhibits on other notable 

African Americans, such as Colin Powell, 

who was stationed at Fort Leavenworth. 

SHAPING THE FRONTIER
Three original redbrick buildings and a 

range of emotions remain at Shawnee 

Indian Mission State Historic Site,

where children of Shawnee, Delaware 

and other nations were taught to 

assimilate  from 1839 to 1862. This 

National Historic Landmark in 

Fairway traces its time line as a school, 

territorial capital, supply point on 

the Oregon and Santa Fe trails, and 

Union soldiers’ Civil War encampment. 

Wyandotte County Historical Society 

and Museum in Bonner Springs 

unearths more early tribal stories, 

with pottery, tools, arrowheads and 

a locally excavated canoe crafted by 

Native Americans. For a different 

perspective on frontier life, visit Laura 

Ingalls Wilder’s Kansas homesite, Little 

House on the Prairie Museum, outside 

Independence. Picture Ma, Pa and 

young Laura in the one-room cabin and 

shop a collection of Wilder’s books.

Snow falls 
and wind blows in an 
immersive-experience 
theater. Outdoors, native 
grasses and wildfl owers 
landscape the terrace. 
 After that sampler, 
trek into the real range 
south of Manhattan 
at Konza Prairie 
Biological Station.
The preserve’s trails 
wind through lowlands, 
across a creek and over 
limestone ledges, leading 
to panoramas of the Flint 
Hills and Kansas River 
valley. Nearby, strap in 
for treetop views via 
zipline with Wildwood 
Adventure Park,
featuring seven lines and 
a 40-foot free fall. 
 In the heart of the hills, 
literally broaden your 
horizon at Tallgrass 
Prairie National 
Preserve near Strong 
City. From the visitors 
center, trek to the 1880s 
limestone ranch house, 
barn and one-room 
schoolhouse, plus trails 
looping to bison pastures 
and overlooks. If you’re 
short on time, hit the 
Southwind Nature Trail, 
providing a microcosm of 
the park’s native wildlife. 
 Especially after rainy 
spells, three waterfalls 
cascade below Chase 
State Fishing Lake near 
Cottonwood Falls. Walk 
a wooded trail to see the 
rushing water tumble into 
the stream below.

She took it upon herself 

to enforce the law, famously smashing 

saloons with a hatchet. Nation’s home—

now a National Historic Landmark 

along the Gypsum Hills Scenic  

Byway—displays that hatchet and  

other mementos, including her pump 

organ, writing desk and oak bed. 

DWIGHT D. EISENHOWER PRESIDENTIAL 

LIBRARY, MUSEUM AND BOYHOOD HOME 

ABILENE

A journey that started with a humble 

childhood in Abilene led Dwight D. 

Eisenhower to become a five-star  

Army general, commander of the World 

War II D-Day operation (history’s largest 

amphibious invasion) and president of 

the United States. Learn about “Ike” 

on a 22-acre campus that includes his 

burial site. Exhibits recall the lives 

of Eisenhower and his wife, Mamie, 

through their words and images.

LIVING LEGEND

Yellowstone star Mo Brings 
Plenty, a member of the 
Lakota Nation, resides on a 
Miami County ranch, loving 
life as an adopted Kansan. 

Born and raised on Pine Ridge 
Reservation in South Dakota, 
Mo Brings Plenty hardly 
seemed destined for television 
stardom. And though series 
Yellowstone has become a 
hit, Brings Plenty has stayed 
humble—and stayed on his 
Kansas ranch, where he moved 
after meeting his wife, Sara 
Ann Haney-Brings Plenty.  

 “The folks in the ranching 
and farming communities are 
truly amazing,” he says. “We 
don’t have neighbors—we have 
really good friends, and we all 
help each other out.”  
 Brings Plenty says he got 
into acting to help change the 
misrepresentation of American 
Indian people. Over the years, 
he’s portrayed many American 
Indian characters, plus worked 
as a stunt rider. He was about 
to quit the industry when 
Yellowstone came along, saying 
series creator Taylor Sheridan 

“has given me the space to 
be what I was created to be.” 
Brings Plenty’s character was 
nameless until fellow actor Gil 
Birmingham accidentally called 
Mo by his real name during  
a scene. The name stuck. And 
Brings Plenty remains stuck 
on Kansas. He volunteers for 
Operation Wildlife in Linwood 
and goes to fairs, rodeos and 
powwows—and recommends 
them all to first-time visitors, 
plus this: “They definitely have 
to get some barbecue.”

THE GORDON PARKS MUSEUM 

FORT SCOTT

Born into poverty and segregation in 

Fort Scott, Gordon Parks taught himself 

how to use a camera and became the 

first African American photographer and 

writer for Life magazine. Parks was also 

the first African American to write and 

direct a major feature film, The Learning 

Tree, based on his autobiographical 

novel and shot in Fort Scott. The 

museum displays many of his powerful 

photographs, plus personal items from 

his groundbreaking career.

RED ROCKS STATE HISTORIC SITE 

EMPORIA

William Allen White, longtime editor 

of The Emporia Gazette, won a Pulitzer 

Prize and a name for himself as the 

leading progressive voice of Middle 

America in the early 20th century. 

White wielded great political influence, 

frequently hosting powerful people at 

his home, Red Rocks. It’s now a historic 

site furnished with exhibits and items 

that tell the story of White’s professional 

and family life, including the bed 

presidents and dignitaries slept in.

ROBERT J. DOLE INSTITUTE OF POLITICS 

LAWRENCE

Bob Dole served his country in World 

War II, then served Kansas in Congress 

for decades, becoming senate majority 

leader and running for president. This 

space on the University of Kansas 

campus houses museum galleries and 

the Kansas Veterans Virtual Memory 

Wall, honoring veterans from WWII 

through today. Other stirring displays 

include a 29-foot stained-glass window 

of the American flag and two original 

beams from the World Trade Center.P

f Kansans seem like the 

salt of the earth, maybe 

it’s because their state sits 

atop 250 million-year-old 

deposits of sodium chloride. 

At Strataca in Hutchinson, put 

on a hard hat for the 650-foot 

descent into a museum carved out 

of an active salt mine. Expeditions 

include riding the Salt Mine 

Express train where miners toiled, 

and taking a Salt Safari past the 

striking crystalline formations. 

    Long before man caves, an 

elaborate tunnel system ran 

beneath Ellinwood, connecting 

basements and providing services 

for a mostly male clientele. This 

netherworld of businesses included 

barber shops, bathhouses, saloons 

and purveyors of companionship. 

Book an underground tour through 

The Historic Wolf Hotel to see 

artifacts such as a barber’s chair and 

mirror, then belly up to a speakeasy 

for “giggle water” (libations). 

     In Meade, one little house on the 

prairie has a past that’s not so Laura 

Ingalls Wilder wholesome. It’s the 

Dalton Gang Hideout, the former 

home of Eva Dalton Whipple, sister 

to the outlaws. A tunnel between 

the house and barn let gang 

members come and go undetected. 

Visit a small museum in the barn, 

then take the tunnel to the house, 

which is furnished in period style. 

     The Big Well Museum in 

Greensburg tells two stories. The 

first is about the well itself: a 

109-foot-deep, hand-dug marvel 

that once supplied the town with 

water. (You can descend a spiral 

staircase into the yawning shaft.) 

The surrounding museum and 

observation deck, built in 2012, 

speak to Greensburg’s rebirth after 

a devastating 2007 tornado.

TravelKS.com/

things-to-do/sports-
and-outdoors/hiking

ikers have long been drawn to 

these parks for both challenge and 

inspiration. Founded in 1958 as the 

fi rst Kansas state park, Kanopolis State 

Park near Marquette is home to more 

than 30 miles of trails, including the always 

adventurous Horsethief Canyon Trail with 

its caves, dramatic crevices and water 

crossings. Joining the hiking legacy, the 

state’s newest park—Lehigh Portland 

State Park in Iola—introduces 14-plus 

miles of diverse trails, including walks 

through native prairie, along a river and 

atop rocky bluff s that overlook Lake Lehigh. 

 If nature gets your feet moving, head 

for the new Blue Dasher Trail at Pomona 

State Park in Vassar. The trail combines 

forest, prairie and waterfront into an 

almost 8-mile journey (including several 

side trails) through a land of cardinals, 

buckbrush and American bellfl owers. More 

fl ora and fauna await at Elk City State 

Park near Independence. In addition to the 

popular climb to the top of Table Mound, 

the Green Thumb Nature Trail features a 

wood en plank bridge. Look for pileated 

woodpeckers in the old-growth forest. 

 You might forget you’re on planet Earth 

when you visit  Mushroom Rock State 

Park. This 5-acre gem southwest of 

Brookville features otherworldly sandstone 

and sedimentary rock formations, the 

largest of which is 27 feet in diameter. For 

the ultimate unconventional landscape, 

journey to the edge of the Kansas badlands 

between Scott City and Oakley to behold 

the Niobrara chalk formations of Little 

Jerusalem Badlands State Park. Two 

crushed-rock trails take you through rugged 

terrain and to overlooks that highlight 

geological pillars, ravines and fossils.

roast some s’mores. El Dorado 

State Park, the state’s largest 

park, off ers crowd-pleasing 

amenities for campers on the 

edge of the Flint Hills. Choose 

from more than 1,100 campsites 

and ten cabins. Two cabins in the 

Bluestream Point Area and three 

in the Walnut River Area have 

full kitchens and bathrooms with 

showers, as well as clerestory 

windows and  screen porches to 

facilitate stargazing. The twelve 

cabins at Cheney State Park go 

by either fl ying or fi shy monikers 

like  Mockingbird and Walleye. 

Four two-bedroom cabins sleep 

up to 10. (Kids love the built-in 

bunk beds.) Book a site with a 

lake view, and you’ll likely spot 

a sailboater enjoying these 

notoriously breezy waters.

 No matter your interest, Perry 

State Park near Ozawkie likely 

off ers a specialized camping area 

to help you enjoy it even more. 

Hobie Cove caters to boaters with 

nearby ramps and options for 

docking your dinghy near your 

tent. Long-term campers gather 

at Eagle Landing, Wild Horse 

supports equestrian camping, and 

Turkey Run feels like mountain 

camping with new cabins situated 

among the rocks and bluff s. 

 Your options at Cedar Bluff  

State Park outside of Ogallah 

are more about vibes: serene 

and secluded or developed and 

dynamic. Page Creek sites enjoy 

large shade trees and access 

to one of the reservoir’s sandy 

beaches, while the Bluff ton Area 

is packed with amenities like a 

BMX track, a life jacket loaner 

station, and a fi shing pond and 

dock designed for accessibility. 

Fall River State Park packs 

an incredible amount of natural 

diversity into a relatively small 

footprint with a blend of tallgrass 

prairie, oak savanna and forested 

fl oodplains near Toronto. Around 

90 campsites are spread around 

the reservoir, including the 

Gobbler’s Knob area with three 

ADA-compliant cabins.

he Kansas (Kaw) River, 

part of the National Water 

Trails System, holds the 

distinction of being the world’s 

longest prairie river. Start 

exploring this notable waterway 

at Topeka’s Kaw River State 

Park, the only urban state park 

in Kansas. From this easy launch 

point serviced by local outfi tters, 

you’ll fi nd yourself following a 

gentle fl ow perfect for beginners 

(absent any high water) and 

soaking in the views of soaring 

eagles and Cedar Crest, the 

governor’s mansion. 

 Paddlers fl ock to Lovewell 

State Park near Webber for two 

major reasons: The bluff s along 

the reservoir’s south shores tame 

winds and create exceptionally 

calm waters, and the full-service 

marina and grill serves up tasty 

pizza and barbecue from April to 

September. An oasis in the state’s 

southwest, the 100-acre, spring-

fed body of water at Historic

Lake Scott State Park is tucked 

into a valley and practically begs to 

be explored leisurely by canoe or 

stand-up paddleboard. (Both are 

available to rent on-site.) 

 When you visit Eisenhower 

State Park outside Osage City, 

you’re almost obligated to stop at 

the beloved Ike’s General Store for 

souvenirs, ice cream treats, and 

kayak or canoe rentals. All types 

of boats frequent Melvern Lake’s 

6,930-acre surface. (Two nine-

lane boat ramps make for quick 

launches.) Small paddle crafts 

provide the best way to get close 

to the dam across the Marais des 

Cygnes River or venture deep into 

the lake’s many coves.

and water at Hillsdale State Park

in the rolling hills of eastern Kansas 

are open seasonally for hunting, with an 

area reserved for youth-mentor and novice 

hunting. In the fall, the Paola-area park’s 

popular sunfl ower fi eld attracts migrating 

mourning doves, which are huntable 

September through November. The 

volunteer-run Hillsdale Range and Training 

Facility is a year-round draw, with all fees 

going toward maintaining and upgrading 

the rifl e, pistol and skeet shooting ranges. 

Among native grasses and sand prairie 

mounds outside of Hutchinson, Sand Hills 

State Park operates lotteries to hunt 

white-tailed deer, quail and turkey. 

 Passionate hunters have long journeyed 

to western Kansas for exceptional quarry. 

Ongoing eff orts to replant native grasses 

in the Norton Wildlife Area at Prairie 

Dog State Park have increased wildlife 

populations. While you can’t hunt the 

prairie dogs, the 6,500-acre reserve attracts 

quail, pheasant, turkey and rabbits, as 

well as white-tailed and mule deer. With 

its location along the shores of Webster 

Reservoir, Webster State Park and the 

adjacent Webster Wildlife Area teem with 

geese and a variety of ducks, including teals. 

Within the Wildlife Area, hunters enjoy 

the managed dove fi elds and special hunts 

held on the grasslands, home to pheasants, 

quail, turkey and white-tailed deer.
